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ARTICLE | PURPOSE

For the purpose of promoting public health, safety, morals, comfort and general welfare:
to conserve and protect property and property values; to secure the most appropriate
use of land; and to facilitate adequate but economical provisions of public
improvements, all in accordance with a comprehensive plan, the Board of Trustees of
this Township finds it necessary and advisable to regulate the location, height, bulk,
number of stories and sizes of buildings and other structures, including tents, cabins
and trailer coaches, percentages of lot areas which may be occupied, setback building
lines, sizes of yards, courts and other open spaces, the density of population , the uses
of buildings and other structures including tents, cabins and trailer coaches and the
uses of land for trade, industry, residence, recreation or other purposes.

ARTICLE [l DISTRICTS

Section 1 Division Into Districts

In order to regulate and restrict the location and use of buildings and land for residence,
trade, industry and other purposes; to regulate and restrict the height and size of
buildings hereafter erected or structurally altered, the size of yards and other open
spaces, the amount of parking spaces, and the density of population. Monroe
Township, Richland County, Ohio is hereby divided into districts of which there shall be
three in number, known as:

R - Residential District
B - Business District
| - Industrial District

Section 2 District Map

The boundaries of the districts are shown upon the map which is made a part of the
Resolution, which map is designated as the “District Map.” The district map and all the
notations, references, and other information shown thereon are a part of this Resolution
and have the same force and effect as if the district map and all notations, references,
and other information shown thereon were all fully set forth or described therein, the
original of which district map is properly attested and is on file with the Township Clerk.

ARTICLE AGRICULTURE

Land may be used for agriculture purposes. No zoning certificate shall be required for
the construction of buildings incident to the use for agricultural purposes of the land on
which such buildings shall be located, but residential buildings shall conform to the
regulations in this Resolution.
